· ability to develop rapport with all children, even “difficult” ones
· excitement about her/his own learning and that of others
· understanding of the breadth and depth of teaching as a profession 

· creativity and openness to new ideas 

· a positive attitude toward herself/himself

· why the applicant is applying for this particular scholarship

· meaningful volunteer or other work with children
