VEHICLE INSPECTION PROGRAM Background
During the past several years University--owned vehicles were inspected annually in accordance with state law. This inspection was done to assure a high degree of mechanical safety in all vehicles. Despite the revocation of the state law, the University has a responsibility to continue similar inspections. Consequently, a safety inspection program is being established through the Physical Plant Department.

Policy
Any vehicle owned and licensed by Purdue University for highway use must be inspected annually. Vehicles which will have been in operation for one year or longer by June 30, 1981 will be inspected before that date, and annually thereafter. All other vehicles will be inspected on or before the anniversary of the acquisition date, and annually thereafter.

Procedures
1. The maintenance vehicle mechanic will maintain a file on all campus vehicles and automatically inspect all vehicles thirty (30) days in advance of the expiration date.

2. Vehicles determined to be in an unsafe operating condition will not be driven until repaired. The mechanic will contact the appropriate department head to determine funding and nature of repair. Vehicles which do not pass the inspection, but do not pose an immediate danger to the driver or other persons, will be given an extension of thirty (30) days. If repairs cannot be made at the time of the inspection, these repairs will be completed within thirty (30) days.
